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SCLO Youth Programming Continues Throughout the Summer                                                                              At-Risk Youth Learn The Power of Caring and Sharing

August 11, 2008 (Sarasota, FL): Second Chance-Last Opportunity (SCLO) has successfully completed its youth programming this summer, despite losing its home in June as a result of a high speed chase that ended with a car crashing into its office, rendering it unsafe.

Thirty children, aged 6 through 14, enjoyed the 2nd annual ‘Week of Sharing and Caring’ that aims to show children that the community cares for them, and how caring for their community will enrich everyone.  They learned leaf and fish printing at a workshop led by Heather Fortner, fish print artist, and visited the Humane Society of Sarasota  County where they learned how they can both give and gain from their relationships with animals.  An intergenerational opportunity came when the children presented their leaf decorated cards to seniors at JH FloydSunshine Manor and The Pines of Sarasota.  The SCLO youth, joined by Lift Every Voice Choir, entertained the residents with songs that encouraged audience participation.   The week finished with the distribution of backpacks filled with school supplies, donated by the Suncoast Coalition to End Homelessness.

Other summer programs included Youth Challenge on-job training for teenagers and 3 day Youth Empowerment Seminars for 15-25 year olds.

Second Chance-Last Opportunity, through its collaboration with area groups, continues its unique programming aimed at improving the lives of low income families and individuals through life skill education.   A Building Campaign is in full force with the aim of building a new facility on the site of the SCLO office in Newtown.
